1. To enter, you must be in grades 6 through 12, or ages 9 through 19 — note your age is as of the closing
date of the competition, which is February 1, 2020. You may enter up to two pieces of artwork. Entry fee
is $3 per entry. Please make check payable to “Institute for the Arts & Education, Inc.” and include with
application to PO Box 1425, Sarasota, FL 34230. Please mail all together: the application, the $3 fee
per entry, and a photograph of your artwork, with size dimensions clearly labeled.

2. Please print legibly when completing this application. Copies of this application are accepted.

3. Your entry must be certified as original and unaided. Accepted discipline of artwork includes:

4. Framing is optional; however, paintings, drawings, photography, and other flat artwork must be
ready to hang with a wire attached approximately 1/3 from the top, whether framed or not.

5. Works of art must be exhibited for the entire event, until 3pm on Sunday, February 23. Early removal of
artwork is not permitted.

6. There are four Budding Artist Competition Awards totaling $250: $100 best of youth art; and three $50
youth art awards of excellence. Awards are given at judges’ discretion. If your entry reaches the final
judging stage and is being considered for an award, you may be asked to submit your birth certificate.
You do not need to be present to win. Awards will be paid directly at the event or mailed by March 5,
2020.

7. All winners will be photographed with their artwork which will be posted on the event website,
www.HotWorks.org.
